Get ready... as we hop in our
jeeps for our sunset game drive in search of the "Big 5". After our game drive, we arrive back to our lodge and
dinner will be waiting!

Strong coffee and one of South Africa's iconic snacks, homemade rusks, will be served before we
head out on our sunrise game drive. After our game drive, breakfast will be waiting when we return to the lodge.
Later, we will take a drive out to the River Lodge and enjoy a unique lunch overlooking the river. Our sunset safari
awaits this evening, and we enjoy the beautiful scenery while searching for the "Big 5". Each game drive is unique
and unpredictable so we're always ready for another adventure. As always, dinner will be waiting when we return
to the lodge.

After our visit, we will enjoy a shopping visit and experience the true colors of Africa and rich cultural heritage in the
form of art, curios, music, food, fashion and design at Chameleon Village, the biggest African market to pick up some
souvenirs!

This evening, we will experience Lesedi Cultural Village, for your chance to encounter the people of South Africa -
people of Zulu, Xhosa, Pedi, Ndebele and Basotho origin. Members of each tribe will escort you through traditional
homesteads and share their cultural hallmarks, for example, the architecture, traditional rituals, clothing and stories
of daily life followed by an eclectic African dinner-feast.
